	It was a busy week on law enforcement issues in the House, filled with many committee and subcommittee meetings.  By far the most encouraging development of the week was the interim subcommittee on pension held this last Monday.  The committee did not pass out any recommendations related to the 411 system.  When asked a direct question by Senator Zaun about relief for the cities, the Co-Chairs both said they would not recommend any changes to their respective chambers.

Since that committee meeting, the chairpeople of the State Government Committee in both chambers have told us there will not be any legislation on the 411 system.  That was a nice way to start the week!  In the Senate, the one bill (SSB 3094) that had been introduced relating to 411 technical changes, has been assigned to a “kill” subcommittee and will stay there.  In the House they do plan to have  IPERS-only bills (HF 2117, HF 2118) relating to legislators which would be a different code section, so amendments applying to 411 would not be germane.  

Several other important things that happened this week and not all of them were as favorable.  The House Public Safety Committee approved HF 573 JUSTIFIABLE USE OF FORCE on a 14-7 vote.  Representative Windschitl, the manager of the bill, said that he worked over the interim on language designed to address some of the issues from the version approved last year by the House Public Safety Committee.  Windschitl said that the bill, sometimes called the “Stand Your Ground” bill, will help protect law-abiding Iowans against criminals.  We are registered against this bill and Senator Gronstal has said that the Senate “probably” not debate it.

	On Thursday Representative Windschitl and 35 other Republicans introduced HJR 2005 RIGHT TO BEAR ARMS which proposes an amendment to the Iowa Constitution to protect the right of Iowans to bear arms and to ban efforts to require registration, licensing or special taxation of guns.  Windschitl said that the language of the proposed amendment is comprehensive and as strong as supporters of the resolution could make it.  He said that the amendment is needed in part to guard against possible changes in support for the 2nd Amendment at the US Supreme Court.  The first subcommittee meeting was on Thursday morning.
An important subcommittee was held in the House on HSB 545 (Companion to SF 2016), a bill which provides health care and tuition benefits to children of public safety employees who died in the line of duty.  If passed, the board of directors of each community college or regents institution would waive tuition and mandatory fee charges for any student in good standing who is a resident of Iowa who is under the age of 26, or under the age 25 if the student is a qualified veteran, is not a convicted felon, and is the child of an individual who died in the line of duty.  Additionally, the bill provides that any child of an employee who died in the line of duty on or after July 1, 2012 will be entitled to continue participation in the employee’s group insurance, at the employer’s expense, until the child attains 26 years of age.  The bill did not pass out of subcommittee in either chamber because legislator’s have asked for a fiscal note. 

The House Transportation committee ended the week by passing out HF 2048( now HF 2114) which bans the use of traffic cameras on a vote of 15 to 6. 15-6 vote.  Two Democrats joined the Republicans in supporting the ban.  We are registered against this bill.  It will now be placed on the House calendar and is expected to pass the chamber in the next few weeks.  This is another bill that the Senate indicated it probably will not pass.  Governor Branstad had said he would sign the bill if it reached his desk. 

One bill was sent to the Governor from the Senate.  Senate File 93 makes a domestic assault an aggravated misdemeanor if the abuser knowingly tries to strangle the victim and a class D felony if the assault results in bodily injury.  We supported this bill last year.
